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Catherine Hill Bay residents, worried about proposed developments threatening to swallow their town, marched from the beach car park to an information session with Coal and Allied representatives last Friday, November 17. 

Nearly 200 residents called for NSW Planning Minister Frank Sartor to be sacked for failing to respect due process and carried banners to the meeting, which Sue Whyte from the Catherine Hill Bay Progress Association said achieved little. 

"Coal and Allied were there to try to pull the wool over our eyes. 

"They kept repeating they were giving back 92 per cent of the land to the community, but didn't address any of our concerns – none at all." 

She said the most significant outcome of the meeting is that Coal and Allied can be in no doubt of the community's opposition to the development. 

The information session ended when residents began to walk out. 

Coal and Allied's main representative at the information session, Keith Deddem, was not available to comment on the meeting.
