Bay plans on view
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DETAILED plans of Rosecorp's Catherine Hill Bay development go on display today. 

The controversial blueprint includes a new ``coastal village'' of up to 600 homes, a new access road to the Pacific Highway and 310ha set aside for conservation. 

The exhibition, which will be open for public comment until February 16, includes details of a ``state significant site study'', an environmental assessment and the overall concept plan. 

Strong opposition is expected from existing residents in the area, with many already lobbying the Government to reject the proposal. 

Catherine Hill Bay Progress Association spokeswoman Sue Whyte said the group would closely scrutinise the plans to gauge their impact on residents' quality of life. 

``We are just so concerned that the heritage value here is going to be lost,'' she said. 

``We have to see if we can possibly push the development out and away from the village, otherwise we're lost.'' 

An expert panel will hold public hearings into the development when public submissions close.
