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Catherine Hill Bay falls short of heritage listing

The National Trust says it has assessed a proposed State Heritage listing for Catherine Hill Bay and concluded it falls well short of what is needed.

The New South Wales Government wants to heritage list both Catherine Hill Bay and Middle Camp.

The proposal includes a buffer area around the villages, along with the foreshore in front of Catherine Hill Bay, but does not include the historic jetty.

Submissions on the proposed listing close today and the Trust's advocacy manager, Graham Quint, says it offers minimal protection from future housing developments.

"We've looked at the proposal for State Heritage listing but we've overlaid it over some of the historic areas and the Middle Camp listing just stops short of the important mining sites; so all the archaeology there isn't within the state heritage area and possibly is in with the proposed development area; so the boundary has been drawn very tight around the protected area," he said.
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
