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Campaign mounts against Catherine Hill housing plan
The Catherine Hill Progress Association says it is not surprised the New South Wales Government has received more than 2,500 submissions against a proposed housing development in the area.

Coal and Allied is proposing to build 300 homes on land at Catherine Hill Bay, but is also planning large developments at Gwandalan and Nords Wharf.

Submissions for the project closed a week ago and so far the State Planning Department has counted about 2,600 submissions.

Sue Whyte says more and more people are wanting to be involved in the campaign to stop the development.

"Just even when I go to the butchers, the hairdressers or anywhere they will bring up the subject of the Catherine Hill Bay development," she said.

"They will ask me if I've got any forms for them to sign or we don't want this to happen down here.

"So this has really become something that everybody is aware of."
