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DEVELOPER Rosecorp rejected yesterday an assessment that its plan for 600 houses at Catherine Hill Bay was flawed. 

The Herald reported yesterday that a Lake Macquarie City Council assessment of Rosecorp's concept plan was "confusing, poorly labelled or incorrectly labelled". 

The assessment criticised the plan as misleading for referring to land that had been rehabilitated as "despoiled". 

Rosecorp managing director Bryan Rose said his company's proposal was "prepared to the highest professional standards, using the latest available information". 

Mr Rose said when the Department of Planning assessed the proposal it would "no doubt take into account the views of the Department of Environment and Conservation, which considers rehabilitated land to be of little or no conservation value." 

"It is the virgin lands, untouched by mining or development, which are of the highest conservation value, and which will be handed over to the people of NSW under this proposal."
