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No detailed studies 'to support development'

CATHERINE Hill Bay Progress Association said yesterday that a concept plan for Rosecorp's 600 houses at the bay should be refused because detailed studies had not been done to support the development. 

Rosecorp struck a deal with Planning Minister Frank Sartor last year to develop 600 houses on 60 hectares in return for handing over 314 hectares for a national park. 

Association secretary Brian Cogan said yesterday the deal was "non-binding". 

Mr Sartor appointed an independent panel to study the plan and Mr Cogan presented the association's objections to the panel yesterday. 

Mr Cogan said the developer had not made a "comprehensive case for the size and design of the proposal". 

Mr Sartor had received advice from the Department of Planning that 600 dwellings were "do-able", but no detailed study was done to justify that, Mr Cogan said. 

"The department's advice has not been made public," he said.
