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Wyong a Bay critic

THE controversial 600-house Catherine Hill Bay redevelopment has gained another critic, with Wyong council writing a scathing submission against the plan. 

The proposed development by Rosecorp includes creating a new coastal village of up to 600 houses on the former Moonee Colliery site, and an extension of the existing village. 

Wyong council planning director Gina Vereker said council had a number of concerns regarding the development, including the effect on open space, population growth, traffic flows, infrastructure and services.

Council staff are also available to assist residents and community groups with their submissions to the Planning Department, and council will make representations to an independent panel which has been appointed to review the project.
